-Consider adding a welcome video, including a targeted middle school version alongside the website version.
-Discussed mid-year student gifts by age group (e.g., socks, hats, stuffed bears, stickers).
-Provide materials electronically, with limited hard copies available (see Appendix 9).
-Develop materials in full, condensed, and kindergarten-specific versions.
-Include both “welcome” and “what to expect” information.
-Provide Crayons and colouring pages for children waiting at the event. 
-Kailynn to distribute spreadsheet before Tuesday; feedback can be added prior to next meeting.
-Add PBIS to school values.

3. DEC Update
-Education Plan – what we heard released on the DEC website 
-Universal lunch program the RFP is out now for lunch providers until Feb 13 – NB online tendering system, per school system 
-Nominations are open until March 13th for excellence in education awards – available on the EECD website 
-DEC election year – municipal, election in May
-School district budget - $330 million budget – asked to find $6 million in savings, the district found $2 million in savings

-Group of French immersion programs – le semaine de March 16-20th 
-Local realtor who donated some books for the Inchy machine 
-Staffing gaps are being filled –staffing next year should be lined up
-Discussion regarding three versus two report cards – has there been any provincial discussion on moving to two?

-Basketball ongoing, volleyball grade 5/6 girls, 20 grades 5-6, 15 for 7/8s

-Friday wear red day for Olympics / Team Canada
